The Cassville Volunteer Fire Company administers a “Junior Firefighter Corps.”  This program is open to residents/students of Jackson Township.  The department is always seeking to recruit students who have a general interest in the sciences and profession of firefighting, as well as those who may wish to later in life, pursue careers in this profession.

This program has been in effect for several years, but our ranks have recently decreased, as most members of this corps have gone on to Regular Department as Active Members, and/or pursued careers in the fire service.  We are actively seeking to include and encourage this significant role our school system would play in helping us continue this program.

This Department is respectfully requesting permission to post a Prospective Member Guide and flier in an appropriate area(s) of the High School with the intent of recruiting students who may wish to join the Cassville Volunteer Fire Company.

This Department’s requirements, we believe, are rather stringent, wherein the Member can participate with no negative impact toward the student’s attendance, schoolwork, studies, etc.  We closely monitor this to ensure compliance and would welcome any assistance your staff may be able to provide to ensure the students are not adversely affected.

(1) The Applicant would have to be at a minimum, sixteen years of age

(2) Would be required to possess and maintain a minimum of a “C” average

(3) Would be required to submit a written consent signed by parent/guardian

(4) Would be required to pass a background check with a clean record

Once Applicants become members of the Junior Firefighter Corps the following standards are to be maintained:

(1) Members cannot carry Department pagers/radios while in school

(2) Are NOT authorized to leave school premises for emergency calls

(3) Are NOT authorized to engage in Fire Company functions during school hours

(4) Will NOT engage in Departmental functions after 10:00 pm

Members of the Junior Firefighter Corps DO NOT engage in any actual emergency service functions while on scene, they can only observe how the training and tools of the trade are used.  Junior Members are NEVER allowed to be involved in any “live fire” training.

We believe this program provides a two-fold benefit.  First that young people get to learn and experience this career-based profession first hand, second that the residents of this township benefit from a future Active Adult Member, proudly serving their community.
